Campaign Goals
The University of Kansas
Hospital has committed to

raise approximately $77 mil-

lion to build, equip and fur-
nish the new Heart Center.
This amount will be raised
through a combination of
bonds, operating revenue
and private donations.
Through private dona-
tions, the capital campaign
seeks to raise at least $10
million for the dedicated

heart facility. Private gifts
are essential because, with-
out state funding or a pre-
existing endowment, the
hospital must rely upon its
revenue to support growth
in all clinical areas.
Contributions may also
provide for programs,
equipment and technology

needs in the future.

The Heart Center will be a
world-class facility for cardiac
care, supported by the resources
of the region’s premier

academic medical center.

The facility’s design focuses on
meeting the needs of patients
and families from curbside to
bedside, in an atmosphere of

privacy, comfort and convenience.
